Themes 
30th November—Mary is visited by Angel Gabriel 
The angel said to her, “Do not be afraid, Mary, for you have found favour with God. And now, 
you will conceive in your womb and bear a son, and you will name him Jesus” . Luke 1:30-31 
7th December  - Mary and Joseph travel to Bethlehem 
Joseph and Mary travelled from Nazareth in Galilee to Bethlehem in Judea. Luke 2:4.  
14th December—Shepherds and Angels  
In that region there were shepherds living in the fields, keeping watch over their flock by 
night. Then an angel of the Lord stood before them, and the glory of the Lord shone around 
them, and they were terrified. Luke 2:8-9 
21st December—Baby Jesus is born in a stable  
Mary gave birth to her firstborn son and wrapped him in bands of cloth, and laid him in a 
manger, because there was no place for them in the inn.  Luke 2:7 
28th December—The visit of the Wise Men 
In the time of King Herod, after Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judea, wise men from the 
East came to Jerusalem, asking, “Where is the child who has been born king of the Jews? 
For we observed his star at its rising, and have come to pay him homage.” Matthew 2:1-2
